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Workshop Description
Background 
Not only the Covid-19 pandemic shows the importance of cross-border cooperation. The first lockdown in Europe was characterized by border closures and lengthy controls, so that (essential) goods could only be transported solely with long delay, although demand of urgently needed goods increased significantly due to the pandemic. This applied in particular to medical goods such as medicines and protective equipment. Therefore, a central question for improving future health care is how the cooperation of the individual countries should be structured in order to optimally distribute the required medical goods according to their needs. This topic will be examined from different perspectives during the workshop.
 
Aims
The planned workshop pursues the two goals of training doctoral students in the field of cross-border resilience and initiating a dialogue between networking the participants in the field of cross-border cooperation, as it is becoming increasingly important that complex issues are tackled and solved in interdisciplinary teams. These skills should be specifically addressed and expanded in the workshop, from which young scientists in particular can benefit in the future.
Methods
The workshop is designed to cover a range of formats to ensure lively discussions and valuable output. The specialist input is given by keynote speeches and interaction phases on different topics allow to investigate novel ideas. In order to actively involve the doctoral students, they are given the opportunity to give an "elevator pitch", i.e. a 3-minute short presentation on their dissertation topic. On the one hand, this allows the doctoral students to get to know their research topics and to network. On the other hand, the contributions of doctoral students should serve to ensure that discussions can be held on a common level and that hierarchies between speakers and participants are not perceived as a barrier.
The workshop will be held in English.  
Maximum 100 euros covering for traveling costs

The participants are selected on the basis of their scientific suitability and the topic of their dissertation: 
· PhD student at a German or French university
· Master students
· Interest in the topic (and potential outputs)
· Expected added value from participating in the workshop
